• Low Speed Vehicles MUST have a Florida tag and be insured (just like an 

automobile) if you wish to drive them on campus.

• The streets within Twenty Mile up to "the bridge" are public roadways 

under the authority of the St. John's County Sheriff, not the school district. If 

you have concerns, please direct them to:
